Itis hard to look
forward when we feel
we are standing on the
collapse of so much we
took for granted in the
past. The ice we now
stand on is thin, in-
deed. We want to say
goodbye and good rid-
dance to so much in the
past year.

It is hard to look ahead,
but as Jews we know
that has always been
our task. In the darkest
of times we lit the eter-
nal lamp to bring light to
our lives and the world.

We dreamt of a day
which will be all light,
an eternal Shabbat for
all humankind.
