Even with the snow falling 
and blowing, our hearts 
and thoughts are turned 
towards Spring.  The festi-
val of Pesach occurs at the 
very end of March, first 
Seder is on the night of the 
29th and the second Seder 
is on the night of the 
30th.  I have heard people 
remark, "That's early isn't 
it?"  I had a colleague who 
once reminded me that the 
Jewish holidays always 
come on time; it's the gen-
eral calendar that gets 
mixed up.  Pesach will be 
on time again this year 
beginning on the night 
when the 15th day of Nis-
san begins, the night of the 
full moon of Nissan. 
Over the years, this ex-
traordinary story of our 
redemption from Egyptian 
servitude has made this 
earlier shepherd and then 
agricultural festival one of 
the primary ones of the  

 
Jewish year.  Demogra-
phers tell us that more 
Jews observe even a part 
of Pesach (going to a Se-
der, eating some matzah, 
not eating bread, etc.) than 
any other Jewish holiday, 
even more than observe 
Chanukah or the High Holy 
Days.  In ancient times you 
could lose your identity as 
part of the Jewish people if 
you missed observing 
Pesach or didn't make it 
up one month later.  It is 
the sign of who we are, the 

dreams, memories and vision 
of what it is to be a Jew. 
We are taught to believe in 
the Holy One who redeems 
us--and someday all people--
from oppression.  This value 
was and remains a radical 
and revolutionary thought in 
world religion.  The Eternal 
One is a force that makes for 
freedom, who gives hope to 
the enslaved and downtrod-
den, and who will break the 
yoke of all oppressive power 
in the world.  We retain an 
optimism born in the obser-
vance of Pesach that if it hap-
pened long ago, it can hap-
pen again--an age of hope, 
justice and peace for us, for 
all peoples and for the 
world. No small dream!  
Rather a courageous state-
ment of faith and hope born 
out of experience of servitude, 
slavery and oppression, and 
divine intervention against

the deities of ancient Egypt, the 
mightiest human power at the time, 
the most oppressing and enslav-
ing.  Even when we end our Seder 
and the moment has not come for 
this new time we say, "Next year in 
the Jerusalem of freedom and jus-
tice, hope and peace, Jerusalem 
rebuilt." 
 
We will never give up on this 
dream.  It makes us us.   Ani 
maamin --there WILL be such a 
day.  I believe it and work towards it 
and so many of you do as well.  No 
fantasy--rather a strong faith that 
things can be better and the world 
can yet become a place for justice 
and peace. 
 
And so we will gather again, recite 

the prayers, chew the matzah, drink 
the wine/grape juice, sing and recite 
our prayers, impatiently wait for our 
food and dream again.  Friends, in the 
midst of darkness we believe that there 
will be light, just as the Holy One be-
gan creation with "Let there be light." 
May we have the courage to face the 
darkness and light the lights of free-
dom. May we have the courage to say 
that humanity is not destined forever to 
be darkness.  Let us work with the 
Holy One to bring light and peace to 
our world. 
 
Ani ma-amin - I believe with all my 
heart and soul that this time will come. 
 
Hag kasher v'sameach - a joyous and 
kasher Pesach.

The Ritual Committee is an advisory group appointed by and reporting to the Board of Trustees.  The committee works closely 
with the clergy in reviewing matters that involve synagogue rituals, the conduct of Shabbat and holiday services, the bestowing 
of aliyot, and any number of other issues surrounding our religious practice. 

While not a decision making body, the committee, after careful research, study and discussion, presents its recommendations 
to the clergy and Board for approval. 

A very important item currently before the committee is the possible replacement of our little grey prayer book (Siddur), ñThe 
Gates of Prayer.ò The Board has long desired to replace this Siddur, which was always intended for interim use only.  Under 
the guidance of our clergy, and with the input of the congregation, the committee will review prayer book alternatives in order to 
make a carefully considered final recommendation to the Board. Reflecting the spiritual needs of our congregation is foremost 
in our charge as we study this important issue.
