The subject | was as
address was synagogue membership. | would like to share some of my remarks with you as i
into my perspective on what it means to belong to a synagogue.

The landscape of American Jewry has changed dramatically over the past 50 yearsyg
with it the lifecycle of synagogue membership. American Jews in 2010 come from di
social, cultural and demographic backgrounds. We live busy lives, most often far SEEia

family, or in areas that do not have a large Jewish community. The common threads that once spurred Jewish
consciousness have begun to unravel. In 2010, every Jew must make a concerted effort to live a Jewish life.

The synagogue plays a significant role in this conscious decision to live a life inspired by Jewish teachings when
we effectively integrate all our members into the fabric of our congregation. Through engaging members in
meaningful connections and relationships we demonstrate kértive act of bringing people closer to Judaism.

Synagogue membership must have a purpose and meaning that transcends any specific life cycle event. We
must strive to create connections with each other that reach to the very core of how we see ourselves as human
beings and as Jews. In this way we strengthen our commitment to Judaism and enhance our desire to lead
Jewish lives. When we share a vision and a mission, when we are truly integrated into synagogue life, the
congregation as a whole moves from a fder-service relationship to a true community.

Developing and nurturing strong connections and relationships within a synagogue is not an easy task to
achieve. It requires a true partnership between clergy and lay leaders, and a culture within the community that
will allow these relationships to thrive. People maintain membership in a synagogue when the relationships and
connections created provide a higher purpose and meaning to their lives.

When we create connections and relationships within the synagogue, we honor each other and in turn, honor
God. Together, we create a house of worship, a house of study and a house of gathering that will attract those
looking to be part of something larger than themselves. At the same time, we will retain those members whose
lives we embrace with our own.

This is the true meaning and essence of synagogue membership.
